You are invited to quote on destruction/demolition of a two story residence located at 1174 Main Street Jackson, KY
41339 (known as the Hargis Rogers House ) near the Lees College Campus of Hazard Community & Tech College -
Jackson, KY 41339.

SITE VISIT - Mandatory

A mandatory visit to the college campus is required of each bidder to inspect the structure and property prior to
submitting a bid. Site visits will be conducted on March 2 and again on March 4 at 10 AM Eastern Time at the
Phil Smith Administration Building on the Lees College Campus, 601 Jefferson Ave., Jackson, KY 41339. Any
bidders wishing to schedule a site visit must call Tony Bradley at 606-666-7521 ext 73569, Cell- 606-233-7394.
The college will not be responsible for additional charges for conditions at the sites that could have been
foreseen during a site visit.

Method of Award

Award will be made based on a low total basis to the responsive and responsible vendor who meets the Terms,
Conditions, and Specifications of this Invitation to Bid. Bidders should state their earliest guaranteed delivery time.

Bid Submittal

Bids must be received no later than the date and time show on the front page of this Invitation to Bid. All bids must be
received in a sealed envelop/package clearly identified with the Invitation to Bid Number in the lower left corner.

Insurance

The contractor must furnish certificates indicating currently effective policies of insurance naming KCTCS
as additional Insured so far as its interest might appear.

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Contractors

The contractor may delegate or sublet the work to be performed under this contract to an authorized
agent or branch located in the Commonwealth of Kentucky owned by the contractor.

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Rogers Residence Description

The structure is a two story frame residence of some 100 years old with wood weatherboard exterior. The structure has a
basement that is partially underground at the rear and walls are constructed of cut stone. The roof structure consists of
wood framing, wood sheathing and asphalt shingles. It has a rear and front porch of wood. Doors are wooden; it has
kitchen and bathroom fixtures that have been burglarized for the connecting copper. There is an interior stairway with
intact railings. All materials are to be removed from the site.

A hazardous materials survey has been completed and any identified hazardous materials have been removed.

Project Objectives:

To demolish and remove the frame house (except those items salvaged by the contractor) are to be deposited in
a state certified landfill with a receipt of such deposit being presented to the college. Break basement floor and
walkways into parts no larger than 2 x 2 feet and deposit in basement area.

Break apart the cut stones in basement wall and crush with heavy equipment to fill the basement area. Cover with
soil walking in layers of onsite fill in 12 inch lifts.

Remove all shrubs and trees as identified on the detailed drawing and remove wood from the site. Trees left will
be marked with a ribbon.

Grade the area so that basement exteriors and surrounding areas are smooth and are sloped suitable for mowing
and will not pool water. To the extent possible with onsite fill, bring the final grade to approximately the same
elevations as the adjacent paved parking lot with the drainage flowing toward the existing parking lot. The soil in
the front lawn should be stripped of topsoil and the underlying clay base should be used as fill to the extent
possible to bring the total area to the elevation of the existing paved parking lot.

Contractor Certification Requirements and conditions of contract

All proper permits must be obtained from the city

Ensure all utilities, gas lines are properly disconnected / capped, etc.
